Session 3: The Glorious Reign of Christ on Earth

The Glorious Reign of Christ on Earth
The essential message of Jesus and the apostles was concerning the “Kingdom of God.” The foundational message of the Kingdom is that Jesus is King of kings and will rule every sphere of society worldwide. The NT makes it clear that the kingdom is ‘already here’ (in a limited expression), but is ‘not yet’ fully here until Jesus returns. This subject is essential to understand as it covers the pages of Holy Scripture.

THE MILLENNIAL REIGN OF CHRIST – REVELATION 11:15-19; 19:11-20:6
A.
Approaching the second coming process Biblically

1.
The Significance of the 7th Trumpet – The beginning of Jesus’ earthly reign.

2.
Jesus’ procession (1) in the sky, (2) on land and (3) into Jerusalem

3.
Jesus’ entrance into Jerusalem is a military procession that inaugurates a hostile political take-over wherein Jesus seizes control of the city and exerts His sovereign power over the nations.

4.
The second coming is not the end of the story. It is merely the transition stage in which Jesus manifests His power openly in a universal way.

5.
Once Jesus returns He will establish a literal physical government on the earth for 1,000 years. Revelation 19:11-20:15 tells us of the chronology of events from Jesus’ entrance into Jerusalem until the end of the 1,000 year reign.

6.
This 1,000 year reign is not symbolic. Nor is it limited to this one passage in Revelation 20; the length of the earthly reign of the Messiah is, but the theme is littered throughout the Bible. As we’ll see, the subject of Jesus’ earthly rule and reign pervades the Scriptures. It is a massive Biblical theme of which we must understand.

JESUS’ REIGN ON EARTH IN THE BOOK OF ISAIAH

A. Jesus’ governmental center and His universal rule in Isaiah 2:

It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the LORD shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and shall be lifted up above the hills; and all the nations shall flow to it, and many peoples shall come, and say: "Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob, that he may teach us his ways and that we may walk in his paths." For out of Zion shall go the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. He shall judge between the nations, and shall decide disputes for many peoples; and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war anymore. (Isaiah 2:2-4)
B. Jesus’ post-advent activity in Jerusalem with Jewish survivors of Jacob’s Trouble in Isaiah 4:
And seven women shall take hold of one man in that day, saying, "We will eat our own bread and wear our own clothes, only let us be called by your name; take away our reproach [because of the number of men killed in the battle for Jerusalem].” In that day the branch of the LORD shall be beautiful and glorious [Jesus will be revealed as beautiful in the eyes of all the nations at His return], and the fruit of the land shall be the pride and honor of the survivors of Israel. And he who is left in Zion and remains in Jerusalem will be called holy, everyone who has been recorded for life in Jerusalem, when the Lord shall have washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion and cleansed the bloodstains of Jerusalem from its midst by a spirit of judgment and by a spirit of burning. (Isaiah 4:1-4)
C. Jesus’ governmental reign over the earth from the throne of David in Isaiah 9:
For to us a child is born, to us a son is given; and the government [of the nations] shall be upon his shoulder, and his name shall be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government [Millennial Kingdom] and of peace there will be no end, on the throne of David and over his kingdom, to establish it and to uphold it with justice and with righteousness from this time forth and forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this. (Isaiah 9:6-7)
D. Jesus’ post-advent activity in bringing Jewish refugees back to Israel and restoring the earth back to the Garden of Eden in Isaiah 11:
There shall come forth a shoot from the stump of Jesse, and a branch from his roots shall bear fruit [Jesus]. And the Spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him [Jesus], the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and the fear of the LORD. And his delight shall be in the fear of the LORD. He shall not judge by what his eyes see, or decide disputes by what his ears hear, but with righteousness he shall judge the poor, and decide with equity for the meek of the earth; and he shall strike the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips he shall kill the wicked. Righteousness shall be the belt of his waist, and faithfulness the belt of his loins. The wolf shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the young goat, and the calf and the lion and the fattened calf together; and a little child shall lead them. The cow and the bear shall graze; their young shall lie down together; and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. The nursing child shall play over the hole of the cobra, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the adder's den. They shall not hurt or destroy in all my holy mountain; for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD as the waters cover the sea. In that day [at the end of the age] the root of Jesse [Jesus], who shall stand as a signal for the peoples--of him shall the nations inquire, and his resting place shall be glorious. In that day the Lord will extend his hand yet a second time to recover the remnant that remains of his people [refugees displaced in the Great Tribulation], from Assyria, from Egypt, from Pathros, from Cush, from Elam, from Shinar, from Hamath, and from the coastlands of the sea. He will raise a signal for the nations and will assemble the banished of Israel [that were hunted and executed for the past 42 months], and gather the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth....And there will be a highway from Assyria for the remnant that remains of his people, as there was for Israel when they came up from the land of Egypt. (Isaiah 11:1-16)
E. Jesus’ governmental rule from the throne of David in Isaiah 16:
"Give counsel; grant justice; make your shade like night at the height of noon; shelter the outcasts; do not reveal the fugitive; let the outcasts of Moab sojourn among you; be a shelter to them from the destroyer. When the oppressor [Antichrist] is no more, and destruction has ceased, and he who tramples underfoot has vanished from the land, then a throne will be established in steadfast love, and on it will sit in faithfulness in the tent of David one who judges and seeks justice and is swift to do righteousness." (Isaiah 16:3-5)
F. Jesus’ global judgments and global reign from Jerusalem in Isaiah 33:
...when you lift yourself up [in judgment in the end-times], nations are scattered... The LORD is exalted, for he dwells on high; he will fill Zion [Jerusalem] with justice [mishpat] and righteousness, and he will be the stability of your times, abundance of salvation, wisdom, and knowledge; the fear of the LORD is Zion's treasure.... Your eyes will behold the king in his beauty...Your eyes will see Jerusalem, an untroubled habitation, an immovable tent, whose stakes will never be plucked up, nor will any of its cords be broken. But there the LORD in majesty will be... For the LORD is our judge; the LORD is our lawgiver; the LORD is our king; he will save us. (Isaiah 33:3-6; 17-22)
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
